2. What did you like best about it?



3. After watching the DVD, who do you know personally that
would benefit from the Arbonne Products, the Income
Opportunity or both?

4. On ascale of 1-10, 1 being | never want to here the word
Arbonne again, and 10 being | want to start my business
today, tell me what to do. Where do you see yourself?
(depending on what they say, you will take the next step to

ROLE PLAY - Closing Your Group/Workshop with the Opportunity
